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Western’s total undergraduate student enrollment for Fall 2009 is 5,665 of which 58% are female and 42% are male.  Ninety percent (5,079) are enrolled as degree-seeking.   Seventy-two percent (4,073) are full-time students.

Ninety-two percent (5,200) of the students are from Missouri with 75% (4,235) of the total enrollment being from our immediate ten-county service area.  We have 22 international students attending Western.

The average age of all our students is 24 years.  We have 406 students under the age of 18 and 13 students who are 65 years old or older.  Twenty-three percent of all students are nontraditional (age 25 and older).

      A total of 1,185 students entered Western in Fall 2009 as first-time degree-seeking freshmen.   Over thirteen percent (159) of those entering college for the first-time are 22 years old or older.   Nineteen percent of the entering students were in the upper 20% of their high school graduation class.  The average ACT Composite score of these entering students is 19.8.

Twenty-one percent (324) of the new degree-seeking students for Fall 2009 at Western transferred from other institutions.  There are 182 new students from more than 35 colleges and universities within Missouri, and 142 new students transferred from 28 other states to enroll at Western in the fall semester, 2009.  Our major 2-year "feeder" schools in Missouri are Metropolitan Community Colleges, Kansas City (48), and North Central Missouri College (23).  Our major 4-year "feeder" schools are Northwest Missouri State University (31), University of Central Missouri (16), University of Missouri—Kansas City (7), and Central Methodist College (8).  There are 49 students from colleges and universities in Kansas (23 of those are from Highland Community College), 11 from Iowa colleges and universities, 11 from Illinois and 8 from Florida. 

Western students enrolled in 66,547 semester hours of course work in the Fall 2009 semester for an average of 11.7 credit hours per student.

Nearly 15% of our students who report their ethnic origin are minorities.  Of the total enrollment, 10% are African-Americans.  Caucasians comprise 82% of the student enrollment.
      In the 2008-2009 academic year, Western awarded 735 undergraduate degrees and certificates.  Of this number, 90% (662) were baccalaureate degrees, 9% (66) were associate degrees, and 1% (7) certificates were awarded.
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
