Proposed Policy or Procedure:   
The following are the descriptions and justifications of two proposal items passed by the Curriculum Committee. Hard copies of the full (Phase III) proposal packets are stored in the Office of the Vice President for Academic and Student Affairs. They are listed alphabetically here, with assigned Curriculum Committee number indicated. Proposal items that involve program changes are in bold. 

COLLEGE OF PROFESSIONAL STUDIES
Business Department

COURSE CHANGE: 

Item # 6: Change the course number of Management of Organizations from MGT 301 to MGT 305.
JUSTIFICATION: Correction of clerical error in last year's proposal that has unintentionally resulted in the "new" MGT 301 replacing the "old" MGT 301 on student transcripts.
Education Department

COURSE CHANGES:

Item # 1: This proposal seeks to change the prefix designation for education courses from EED/SED to a single prefix of EDU.

JUSTIFICATION: Currently, courses with the education department are designated as EED (elementary) or SED (secondary).  This has created significant duplication in course listings when the courses are sometimes identical for all students. This redundancy leads to confusion by both faculty and students in selecting appropriate courses and additional paperwork to clarify that the courses are identical for graduation purposes. The single prefix for education courses would eliminate duplication of listings within the catalog.

Item #2: This proposal changes the course titles of EED 202, SED 202, EED 203, SED 203, EED 304, and SED 304 to delete specific references to "Elementary" and "Secondary". In addition, the title of EDU 315 should be as follows: "Psychology and Education of the Exceptional Student."

JUSTIFICATION: This change will align the titles with the change of education course designations from EED/SED to a single prefix of EDU.
Item #3: This proposal changes the prerequisites of EDU 303 (formerly EED 303 and SED 303). The new prerequisite for EDU 303 will be as follows: "Prerequisite: Elementary Education: EDU 203 and 310, 320, 330, 340, 360, MAT 351, and MAT 352 and approved admission to the Teacher Education Program OR Secondary and K-12: EDU 203, and approved admission to the Teacher Education Program."

JUSTIFICATION: This change aligns the course with the change of education course designations from EED/SED to a single prefix of EDU.
