Ellen Kisker- Introductions

Reports: New Report, Mike Ritter Disabilities Services New Business
Mike Ritter- Update on enrollment for new Disability Students

We have been very busy this semester; we have processed 49 new students in just this past week. Some of the new students have Mental Health issues for instance; anxiety disorders, bipolar disorders, depression, and so on. The numbers are on the rise for Mental Disorders. Some information is posted on the Web for faculty to help them with behavioral outbursts in the classrooms. The problems are everywhere on campus.
Old business to be addressed- Mike reports we are still having problems finding good note takers, it’s a problem every semester, we never have enough to accommodate all that need them. It is a full- time job trying to find note takers for each student with disabilities.

Dr. Nabors was addressed by Mike and Ellen to help come up with a solution; Ellen asked Dr. Nabors for permission to ask the faculty for help in securing note takers for each class. He will discuss this with Chair of each Department for permission. Craig asked how our campus reimburses note takers. Mike said that they currently receive a $50 credit through Financial Aid. Mike said we must find an easier way! Cori asked if we could automate notes and Mike replies we are scanning notes and posting them though e-mail. This is a problem this semester because the e-mail system has been malfunctioning. 
Cori Criger- Update on old business

Ventilation Hoods in Remington Hall, they are not accessible to those using wheel chairs or scooters. On a good note, the hallways and door ways are all wonderful for making things more accessible to those with disabilities. Bathrooms are another reported problem with the new building; the sinks in Remington are not accessible. This issue will be brought up to Jeff Ellison, until the problems have been rectified.
Don Winkie- Adaptive Technology Report
We have 24 students who have requested 88 alternative formatted text books. Of these, 37 are available from RFB&D. Out of the 57 books that I am working on 21 of them were not changed by the professors. I am not having any problems getting the books required from the larger publishers, they are doing great, but the smaller companies are a problem. 

Cori Criger- Update on Online classes accommodations 
One student in particular we are doing transcriptions for, we are having great issue for getting work study students to be note takers. Right now Michelle is the only one.
Cori showed a new power point for the new technology called Ponopto Course Cast that we are currently working with for those students who are hearing impaired. The new technology will allow the students who lips read to watch the instructor instead of just printing out the power points. This will be a nice addition and is very easy to use by students and staff.   

Sally Sanders asks the question will anyone be able to use this system, and is it recorded or live. Response- yes anyone can use it and it is recorded. Cori also brought up that some of the rooms in Remington are not accessible, Bio 101, Chemistry 101; science labs and computer labs, we are working on buying new furniture for the class rooms to accommodate students. 
Ellen Kisker Update on area high school counselors

We have been working with area high school counselors to help their students with disabilities transition from High School to College. 

Update on Web site- A video by Mike Ritter and Tara Stoll has been made to help students with their transition process. 
Other Concerns?

Don Winkie stated that some text books are still not in and it’s already the third week of school. Some teachers are waiting until the last minute to place the orders and this is a major problem. Cori stated she will bring this matter up to the Dean’s Council. Don asked if there was a policy in effect to stop teacher from changing the text books every semester.
 Cori Criger told us she is concerned about PED101 being taught in the Chiefs Training facility for fall of 2010. She will talk to Dr. Brenda Blessing.
