State College. Offered every fall semester, ENG/THR 341 is a required course in
the Bachelor of Arts in English Literature and the Bachelor of Science in English
Education and counts as an LAS computer literacy course in both degrees. It also
fulfills the Area Six Aesthetic Appreciation requirement for the Bachelor of
Interdisciplinary Studies.

This Web site was designed primarily for students enrolled in the course, but
visitors are welcome to explore the archive and even contribute annotations to the
current Sonnet Site.
