We have a keen interest in the excellence of 
broadcast education.  KY3 has established this scholarship to encourage students of the highest caliber to enter 
broadcasting as a career and to seek the highest quality education in the field.
This scholarship reflects KY3's commitment to the equal opportunities in education and employment.  The 
purpose of this scholarship is:
    To encourage a higher standard of professionalism in the industry;
    To foster a stronger relationship between higher education and the profession;
    To promote a greater understanding of journalistic ethics and a societal responsibility of broadcasters; and
    To support potential and commitment in promising future broadcasters.

KY3 will be awarding two (2), thousand dollar scholarships ($1,000) for the 2011-2012 school year.

Enrolled in a broadcast or related curriculum, which provides training and expertise applicable to a broadcast          
operation.  Broadcast related degrees may include, but are not limited to:  Accounting, Communications,      
Engineering, Journalism, Mass Media and Marketing     
Enrolled in at least 12 hours each semester the scholarship is awarded
Minimum grade point average of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale or equivalent
KY3, Inc. employees and their immediate family members are not eligible to participate in the KY3 Scholarship   
Program.  Persons who are the immediate family include: mother, father, sister, brother, daughter, son, 
step-children or  spouse.



KY3 will appoint a selection committee which will consider and select the top applicant(s) from those received.  
The committee will review the qualifications of candidates in order to narrow the field of scholarship candidates.  
The selection committee will consider the following information during its evaluation process:
1. The applicant's curriculum and career goals.
2. Clarity of thought and expression.
3. Letters of recommendation.
4. Community involvement and extracurricular activities.
5. Financial need. (While not a primary consideration, applicants will be asked to indicate how their education is 
being funded)
