What three questions are circling around in your head about your peer’s writing? These may be questions about format or structure. These may be about student content or book content. Make the questions clear enough so that the owner of the script can make revisions. (It is not acceptable to write, “I don’t know, or there aren’t any.”)
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Square-

What four parts of the review square with your thinking? These squared up thoughts could be your sense of agreement with the writer’s perception of the book. Or they could be because they have clearly and accurately described a situation, character, or other literary device used in the book.
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Triangle-

What three key concepts will draw in others to read this book? What persuasive tactics does the writer use to draw in the listener so that they will want to read the book? If there are no persuasive tactics you may need to address that with your three opportunities. 
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
