Book Review:

Determine purpose for the review to inform, to entertain, or to convince

Write the Three-minute script for the podcast. Although all of this information should be included in the review, you may decide to format your review in another way. 


Introduction – Should include the following not necessarily in this order.

1. Title -Author 

2. Genre-Fiction, Nonfiction

3. A brief (introduction to the author, and book then set up the review. (Thesis)


Body – Here are some basic ideas you might like to include in your podcast. 


For fiction:

1. Provide brief description of the setting, the point of view (who tells the story), the protagonist, and other major characters. If there is a distinct mood or tone, discuss that as well.
2. Give a concise plot summary. (1-2 sentences). 
You may want to discuss the book's climax and resolution, and any important literary devices such as foreshadowing. Be careful not to give away important plot details or the ending.  
For nonfiction:

1. Provide a general overview of the author's topic, main points, and argument. What is the thesis? What are the important conclusions?

2. Don't try to summarize each chapter or every angle. 

Analysis and Evaluation – for both fiction and non-fiction 

In this section you will analyze or critique the book. You can talk about your own opinions; be sure that you explain and support the opinions with examples. Answer the following questions in your review.

1. What purpose did you find while reading this book? Did the author achieve his or her purpose? 

2. What are the strengths and weaknesses of the book? This may be any literary device. (plot, conflict, syntax, structure)

3. For non-fiction, what are the author's qualifications to write about the subject? Do you agree with the author's arguments and conclusions? Does this book include a call to action? 

4. What is your overall response to the book? What do you find most inspiring or moving about the book?

Conclusion 

You may conclude with any of the following ideas:

1. Summarize your thoughts.

2. Suggest a target audience for this novel.

3. Create and use some type of scoring system (two pirates of four) and then score the book on your scale.
