	The student used at least two responses in the reading log to help write the script. The reading log should be highlighted with the ideas used in the script.

7 points
	The student used at least one response in the reading log to help write the script. The reading log should be highlighted with the idea used in the script.

4 points

	The script contains a clear introduction with all of the appropriate information included.

10 points
	The introduction of the script contains most of the needed information.

7 points
	The introduction of the script is missing most of the information. There may be only one section of the introduction included.

4 points

	The body contains background information, analysis and evaluation of the book. The body does not contain too much plot summary.

10 points
	The body may be brief and is missing two of the key components of the review. There may be too much plot summary included in the book review.

7 points
	The body is brief and does not completely address the background information, analysis or evaluation. The body may contain only plot summary.

4 points

	The conclusion ends the review and offers a compelling recommendation of the book.

10 points
	The conclusion ends the review and does recommend the book. The conclusion may be brief or awkward.

7 points
	The conclusion may be missing or may be simply stated. 

4 points

	The student participated with a rough draft in the circle square triangle peer review.

10 points
	The student was not finished with the draft when he/she entered the class but was able to minimally participate in the circle square triangle activity before the hour ended.
7 points
	The student did not participate in peer review.

0 points

	The student participated in the student-teacher conference.

10 points
	
	The student did not participate in the student-teacher conference.

	The student located and used at least two sound bites on the podcast

5 points
	The student used at least one sound bite on the podcast.

3 points
	The student did not use any sound bites on the podcast.

0 points

	The student posted a podcast on the class-hosting site.

	The student did not post a podcast on the class- hosting site.

	The podcast is clear. The script is read flawlessly and the sound bites enhance the overall auditory experience. The podcast is three minutes long.
10 points
	The podcast may not have perfect clarity or there may be a few errors in reading the script. The sound bites do contribute to the presentation of the podcast.

The podcast is between two minutes and three minutes. 
7 points
	There are no sound bites or they are distracting to the presentation. 

The podcast is less than two minutes.

4 points 

	The book review accomplishes the purpose of the assignment, competently summarizing, evaluating, and analyzing the book in an auditory medium. 

20 points
	The book review does include most of the key elements of the assignment. 

16 points
	The book report is not complete, or there are some key areas not included in the presentation.
