b. Questions:
i. Etakabie: What are the directors’ duties
1. Jacob: Speeches by Nick and Jordan

2. NOA 2- Budget FY11
a. Line-items for major successful events, including SGA Week
b. Increased F.O.C. funds by $5000.00 because we ran out this year

i. Nick: Is the increase from $423,000 to $450,000 due to the University giving us more money
1. Jacob: Yes, it is due to enrollment.
ii. Clarissa: Will there be notification if F.O.C. runs out of money must turn down requests?
1. Nick: The goal is not to run out of money
2. Jacob: The competition for funds should be higher and the process should be more stringent
iii. Etakabie: Is there a percentage that organizations can apply for?

1. Jacob: Yes, the $2500 is a cap
vii. Jeff: Why is there an increase in Executive Board position funding?
1. Jacob: The increase is due to the tuition increase and the numbers are rounded because it makes the budget easier to keep track of.
2. Dr. Peralez: There will be more accountability for position holders to serve office hours because we have an Administrative Coordinator
viii. Clarissa: Could you explain the role of the Administrative Coordinator, Kathy Kelly?
1. Jacob: Kathy does secretarial work for Senate, Executive Board, and WAC, she will be in charge of working on Homecoming,  and she works on SGA’s big projects. She keeps the office open. Kathy is not our advisor, Dr. Peralez is our advisor.
