e Not currently on academic or disciplinary probation.

ROLE EXPECTATIONS

Attend Spring Training (new mentors only)

Assist in the implementation of an extended orientation program for incoming students

Serve as a role model for incoming students and peers

Facilitate and lead group discussions with new MWSU students

Assist in the set-up and take down for Griffon Edge events

Participate in night events during the program as a role model for MWSU

Communicate with small group from Griffon Edge and aid in their transition during the first six weeks of
the fall semester

e Other duties as assigned

Griffon Edge Mentors will receive a $300 scholarship following completion of the role in August. In addition, the
Office of Admissions will provide lunch on the Thursday and Friday of the Griffon Edge program as well as
various t-shirts for the role.
