COLORS & STYLES:
  Nice pants/slacks
  Dresses

• TIES  
	   Optional

• JACKETS & SHOES
	   Blazers & cardigans with flats, boots, closed -toe  
	   shoes or comfortable shoes for walking in

• SKIRTS & DRESSES
	   Should be knee length when standing  
	   and thighs covered while seated

CLOTHES SHOULD BE:
   Tailored
   In good condition
   Wrinkle and lint free

• SHOES:
      Neat & clean
• HAIR:
      Well groomed hairstyle

CLOTHES SHOULD BE:
  Solid, dark or neutral colors
  Light colors can be worn underneath

SHOES SHOULD BE:
  Closed-toe heel or dress shoes

• SUIT JACKET & PANTS/SKIRT
	  Should be matching colors

• PERSONAL ITEMS & CELL PHONES
