Day 7 Sunday , May 17 Vienna / Prague (B)

 Check-out of hotel and load motorcoach  
 Transfer to Prague stopping at Vienna's Central Cemetery to visit the grave 

sites of Beethoven, Brahms, Schubert, Strauß, and the Mozart Memorial 
 Lunch, on own 
 Guided tour of the Castle District, where entrance is included to Prague 

Castle, St. Vitus Cathedral, the Old Royal Palace, the Golden Lane and 
Daliborka Tower

Day 9 Tuesday, May 19 Depart for home (B) 

 Pick-up boxed breakfast at hotel check-out 
 Transfer to Prague’s airport for return flight
